d) with respect to the board’s chairman or the deputy chairman positions, the candidate must not hold any of
the aforementioned positions simultaneously with the position of the most senior executive in Alba;

e) the candidate shall satisfy any other conditions specified in a regulation applicable to the executive, non-
executive, and independent directors of companies that are not licensees of the Central Bank of Bahrain as
specified in a regulation issued by the competent minister; and

f)  any other condition, which may be specified in Alba’s Memorandum and/or Articles of Association.
