Muscat International Airport An airport located in Wilayat As'Seeb, Muscat Governo-
rate. The passenger terminal af the airport covers an area of 580,000 square meters, within
a total airport area of almost 25.5 million square meters.

Sultan Qaboos Grand Mosque Oman's largest mosque, built under the Royal Orders of
the late HM Sultan Qaboos bin Said, in 1992. Located in Wilayat Bawsher, Muscat Governo-
rate, the Grand Mosque's design is distinguished for its various architectural arts and murals,
such as the art of Moroccan Zellij and Mongloian murals, along with corridors, domes, min-
arets (thin tower), wide gardens and water fountains.

The Great Mosque in Al Baleed The Great Mosque is one of the monumental buildings
in the ancient city of Al Baleed, which is located in Wilayat Salalah, Dhofar Governorate. It
is also one of the world’s most prominent ancient mosques that was built in the 7th century
AH / 13th century AD. It comprises 144 columns, forming 13 rows of columns parallel to the
Qibla wall, most of which are eight-sided, with a non-roofed center.

Niche (mihrab) of al-Uweyna Mosque An architectural masterpiece made of tradi-
fional plaster (lime, gypsum, and sand) within al-Uweyna Mosque in Wilayat Wadi Bani
Khalid, Al Shargiya North Governorate.

Oman Across Ages Museum Located in Wilayat Manah, the Interior Governorate. The
museum'’s mission is o highlight the story of Oman with its intriguing details from prehistoric
fimes to present day, with a focus on the period from 1970, when the late HM Sultan Qa-
boos bin Said ascended to the Omani throne.

Khasab Castle A defensive fortification in Wilayat Khasab, Musandam Governorate. It
was built on the ruins of the ancient fort built by the Portuguese in the 11th century H / 17th
century G.

Omani Khanjar (Dagger) An accessory to the national costume for Omani men, worn
on formal and social occasions. The Khanjar consists of several main parts: the blade, the
cutter (sheath), the horn (the handle), and the belt.

Jirz (Axe) An ornate axe carried by some men on some occasions in Musandam Gover-
norafe. It was used in the past fo carry luggage and other items over the shoulder and for
self-defense, and was part of basic belongings used by men at all times.

Wadi Al-Ayn tombs Tower tombs situated on a high hill ridge on the northern bank of
Wadi Al Ayn in Wilayat lori, Al Dhahirah Governorate. The total of 21 tombs lie in a semi-
straight line. Each tomb has a triangular entrance, all heading east.

Ain Kour Located in Wadi Jardoum in Wilayat Salalah, Dhofar Governorate, Ain Kour is
characterized by the flow of seasonal waterfalls caused by large amounts of rain, resulting
in runoff down the Wadi and formation of a lake.

Frankincense Dhofar Governorate is known for the cultivation of a frankincense produc-
ing tree called kender. The environment in Dhofar is very accommodating for the mass
cultivation of widely-scattered frankincense trees, which produce the world’s top-rated
and highly-demanded frankincense, a substance used in the manufacture of medicines,
oils, powders, perfumes and special candles. In addition, its used in many worship places
worldwide.

The Arabian Leopard An agile, large-sized spotted leopard; the largest felidae (cat spe-
cies) found in Oman. The 120 -140 cm long feline with a 60 - 85 cm long tail inhabits moun-
tainous areas and adjacent hills.

The Sooty Falcon A medium-sized bird of prey who gets its name in Arabic (Al-Ad’ham)
from its dark brown or blackish color. It is a migratory bird that spends winter in East Africa
and Madagascar and migrates during the breeding season (summer) to the Arabian Gulf
islands, the Sea of Oman and the Red Sea. Al Dimanyat Islands and Al Fahal Island are the
favorite nesting grounds for the sooty falcon across Oman.
