The Board of Directors met on 12/11/2025 and approved the utilization of profits from Q3
2025, Q4 2025, and Q1 2026 toward strategic growth investments.

Strategic Growth

This decision reflects the Board’s confidence in AlAbraaj’s robust fundamentals and medium-
term growth vision, as the Group continues to invest in high-impact projects that strengthen its
brand portfolio, operational scale, and shareholder value.

e AlAbraaj Riyadh — representing the Group’s largest investment and branch in 15 years,
valued at BD 1.4 million. This flagship branch will mark a major step in AlAbraaj’s
regional growth strategy and underlines its commitment to establishing a strong
footprint in key GCC markets.

e Lumee City Centre Bahrain and Orso Café & Pizzeria at The Avenues Bahrain both
are on track to open in January 2026.

e The launch of two branches in Bahrain of a new café concept to open in summer
2026, further diversifying its offering and tapping into the growing lifestyle dining
segment.

These initiatives form part of AlAbraaj’s strategic investment plans designed to ensure
sustainable growth, brand evolution, and enhanced market leadership.

Looking ahead, the group has a positive outlook for 2026, forecasting a 10% increase in
revenue (organic plus new branches).

Q3 & First 9 Months Financial Highlights

The group reported a net profit attributable to shareholders for Q3 of 2025 of BD110,862, an
increase of 83.9% compared to BD60,276 in Q3 2024. For the first nine months of 2025, net
profit attributable to shareholders reached BD647,825, a 21.3% decrease compared to
BD823,489 in the first nine months of 2024.

Total comprehensive income for Q3 of 2025 was BD128,990, an increase of 114% compared
to BD60,276 in Q3 2024. Similarly, the total comprehensive income for the first nine months
of 2025 reached BD691,210, a 16.1% decrease compared to BD823,489 in the first 9 months
of 2024.
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Sales for Q3 and the first nine months of 2025 were BD3.56million and BD11.23million,
respectively.

Basic and diluted earnings per share in Q3 ended 30 September 2025 was 1.02 Fils vs 0.67 Fils
in Q3 ended 30 Sep 2024, and basic and diluted earnings per share in the first nine months
ended 30 Sep 2025 at 5.94 Fils vs 9.15 Fils in the first nine months ended 30 Sep 2024, with
an increased number of shares outstanding (109.1M vs 90M in 2024), supporting the
Company’s growth and capital strategy.

Total equity as of September 30, 2025, was BD14,910,434, a 1.03% decrease compared to BD
15,066,381 in December 31, 2024, and total assets reached BD27,475,767, a 0.71% increase
compared to BD27,282,307 in December 31, 2024.

Performance

The year 2025 also marked the successful launch in May of Camel Club Café, the Group’s
newest café concept, which has achieved strong performance and customer engagement. In
addition, the management has adopted operational efficiency initiatives to navigate through
various challenges facing the F&B sector in Bahrain.

The group’s core brands, AlAbraaj, Lumee, AlBindaira, and NuAsia, together with its
expanding portfolio of new concepts, continue to show strength despite a slowing market
momentum.
