Gains or losses arising from derecognition of an intangible asset are measured as the difference between the
net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and are recognized in the profit or loss when the
asset is derecognized.

Intangible assets acquired separately are measured on initial recognition at cost. The cost of intangible assets
acquired in a business combination is their fair value as at the date of acquisition. Following initial recognition,
intangible assets are carried at cost less accumulated amortization and accumulated impairment losses, if any.
Internally generated intangible assets are not capitalized and expenditure is recognized in the profit or loss when it
is incurred.

Intangible assets with finite lives are amortized over their useful economic lives and assessed for impairment
whenever there is an indication that the intangible asset may be impaired. The amortization period and the
amortization method for an intangible asset with a finite useful life are reviewed at least at the end of each
reporting period. Changes in the expected useful life or the expected pattern of consumption of future economic
benefits embodied in the asset are accounted for by changing the amortization period or method, as appropriate,
and are treated as changes in accounting estimates. The amortization expense on intangible assets with finite lives
is recognized in the profit or loss in the expense category consistent with the function of the intangible assets.

Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives are not amortized, but are tested for impairment annually, either
individually or at the CGU level. The assessment of indefinite life is reviewed annually to determine whether
the indefinite life continues to be supportable. If not, the change in useful life from indefinite to finite is made
on a prospective basis.

If any indication exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the Company
estimates the recoverable amount. An recoverable amount is the higher of an or fair
value less costs of disposal and its value in use.

Where the
carrying amount of an asset or CGU exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired and is
written down to its recoverable amount.

Decommissioning costs are provided for at the present value of expected costs to settle the obligation using
estimated cash flows. The value of the obligation is added to the carrying amount of the related asset and
depreciated over the useful life of the asset. The increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognized
as finance costs in profit or loss. Changes in future cash flow estimates resulting from revisions to the estimated
timing or amount of undiscounted cash flows are recognized as a change in provision and related asset.

The financial assets at amortised cost includes accounts receivables, cash at banks and loan to
employees.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-Zakat
discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset.
In determining fair value less costs of disposal, recent market transactions are taken into account. If no such
transactions can be identified, an appropriate valuation model is used. These calculations are corroborated by
valuation multiples or other available fair value indicators.

The Company bases its impairment calculation on detailed budgets and forecasts which are prepared separately
for each of the CGU to which the individual assets are allocated. These budgets and forecast
calculations are generally covering a period of five years. A long-term growth rate is calculated and applied to
project future cash flows after the fifth year.

Impairment losses of continuing operations are recognised in profit or loss in those expense categories consistent
with the function of the impaired asset.

An assessment is made at each reporting date as to whether there is any indication that previously recognised
impairment losses may no longer exist or may have decreased.
